If resort must bo had to an
appeal on such grounds, it is nccessary
that the position should be plainly stated,
and, in any case, it is best that the people
should know the whole truth. _ .
Mr. Redmond made a good point with re-
ference to recruiting amongst the Royal
Irish Constabulary. Lord Kitchener would
be glad to get hold of a fair proportion of
trained men from that force, but.the Trea-
sury refuses to provide the money to enable
willing men to enlist. The terms which
are offered to men in other branches of
the Government. service will rot be given
to likely reeraits from the Royal Irish Con-
stabulary. In response to a special appeal
from the Government, not only Corpora-
tions and other public bodies, but private
firms have agreed to malke up to men who
join. the colours tho difference lie-
tween their army pay apnd that which
they got in their jebs, and to keep their
jobs open for them. The Treasury, how-
ever, will not offer such terms to the Irish
police. This is one of the hindrances to
recruiting in this country for which no
section of the peopls can he blamed. The
Government have the remedy for it in
‘their own hands, and if they will not apply
it {heirs alone ds the responsibility. We
do not believo that the Irish people will
turn a deaf ear to the call which comes
from the Irish soldiers at the front, to
send them men of their own blood to fill
up the gaps in their ranks, It must never
