PLAIN ENGLISH—OR |IRISH,

It is high time that men oceupying
Jrositions of responsibility in Eire, who
nsually do not meddle very much in
public affairs, should speak out their
minds on a nwinber of subjects, not least
amongst them the means and methods
by which the unity ol Irelund might bo
restored. Senator MacDermot’s motion
last week, the debate on which was
adjourned to next weeck, is a useful
contribution to political diseussion iIn
Eiro. Periodically for ycars, if not for
generations, a large percentage of the
people of Ireland liva up in the elouds,
but never have they done so so con-
spicuously as for the past twenty years.
After each nterval of exaltation they
come down toe common earth—at least,
the majority of them—and, we think,
they are again on the eve of reaching the
lower levels of reality. At all events,
many of them are [eeling a little dis-
illusioned, and this rnust be quite a good
thing for the whole.

If the people and the Government of
Ilire are sincere in their professions of
desire for the reunion of Ireland they
must learn to see things [rom the other
party's point of view. What is there at
present to attract the majority in the
North—or, for that matter, the minority—
to unite with Eire? The only possible
induecement one can see is a shilling in
the pound on the flat rate of the income
tax, but when this comes to be analysed
it means little or nothing to the numerical
majority of incomne tax payers. 'The
man or woman with £2,000 pr £4.000 &
vear would henefit. Middle-class people
would not benetit at all, for the eonces-
sions allowed to persons of moderate
incomes outweigh the advantages of the
lower rate in Eire. And then there ie the
lower cost of living to be taken into
account. In Eire the cost of living has
been forced up by tariffs, licences and
quotas. KEven the very subsidies given
to certain producers here increase the cost
of living by increasing taxation.

And, of course, sentiment in the North

tells for something as well as in the
South; perhaps far more, for it Iis
hased on substantial foundations. The

Southerner may not worry much about
the Crown being in or out of the Constitu-
tion.  Conversely, he is not nowadays
greatly worried about the sorrows of
(athleen ni Houlihan, and has almost
forgotten the eighteenth century poets
who kept her cause alive, coupled with
that of the Stuart dynasty. He is
heginning to think that the money he can
make out of improved cattle, horses or
greyhounds by solling them +to the

traditional oppressor means more to him
than all the strolling bards that lived

from the days of King Cormac to those |
of President Hyde. The sentimental
loyalty of the North derives its real
strength from the consideration of its
v_nlua for trade and industry. \Vhile the
North remains within the United King-
d-:?m it will enjoy complete free trace
with Great Britain, WWould free trade
within a recnited Ireland compensate the
Belfast area for loss "of trade with
Britain?  Apart from sentiment, tho
North finds it of material advantage to
be within the British Commonwealth:
and Eire finds it of equal advantage, bul
the present Government of Eire have gone
out of their way for the past seven years
to demonstrate aloofress from the
Cu::mmunwenlth. Uther things have heen
sﬂr_d_ and done to exasperate Northern
opinion, :

I\'c.: useful purpose.can be served by
continuing in the attempt to throw the
responsibility on  the people of Great
Britain, They wish Ireland well, but
prefer to let her settle her own internal
differences. And this division of North
and South is an internal trouble, even
though it mey at one time have been
fomented by British politicians who did
not care twopence for either the North
or the South of Ireland. If we in the
South sincerely wish to see partition
ended, our policy should bhe one of
reconciliation with our countrymen in the
North. We will gain nothing by shout-
ing about the misunderstood past. What
we have to look to is the future. One of
the Senators seems to have some doubts
4s to the South desiring the abolition of
the Customs houndary and the abolition
of duties on Northern manufactures. This
1s 8 point that ought to be cleared up.
Tf the South wants partition aholished it
must be prepared to pay the price. If it
is not prepared to do that, the sooner
it stops talking about the matter and
gettles down to work a bit harder, the
better for it. The Boundary will not be
removed by heroies or by appeals to

sentiment, but by business-like negotia-
tions,

MR. CHAMBERLAIN'S HINT.

It was whispered that Herr Hitller's
cagerly-awaited address to-day would not
be given its final touches wuntil the
contents of Mr. Chamberlain’s speech at
Birmingham on Saturday night were
made public.  BEvidently Mr. Chamber-
lain was onc of the helievers in this

theory, and he gave a broad hint or two
to the German Chaneellor in the ecourge

of hig speech. ' We have so often definec
our attitude,” he said, speaking of
Biitain's views on peace, * that there ean
be no misunderstanding about it.”" Then
he went on to say: " And | feel that it
is time now that others should make their
entribution to a result which would
overflow with benefits.,” DLy a process nof
elimination Herr Hitler mav he able to
arrive at the “ others " to whom reference
was made. The Fuchrer might note that
in the early portion of his speech Mr.
Chamberlain  paid tribute to Signor
Mussolint, ' Without hLis co-operation [
do not believe peace could have been
saved,” ho said of the Duece's part in the
bringing about of the Munich conference.
BBy implication Herr Hitler ean deduce
that Britain’s Premier helieves I'rance
lins already made ils contribution to the
general gond, and sympathetie reference
to Mr. America as
being the " other " in the Prime Minister's
mind's eye. Without doine anything so
hnpolitie mentioning Mr.
Chamberlain seems to have sent quile an
open request to Herr Hitler to modily his
tones when he speaks to the German
ration and the world this week., e has
even asked—but is this mere platitude
or unreasoned optimism?—that the
German leader shonld mnake a eontribn-
tion to peace,

The Prune Minister, however, was
speaking in the knowledee that whila he
and his Cabinet still passionately desire
peace, and will go to great pains to main-
tain it, Britain is no longer so {ar behind
in rgarmament that she must avoid war
with the same capacilty for humility
which was shown in the blediterranean
during the ltalian conquest of Abyssinia.
[Te explained in DBirmingham that,
for purposes of dofence, Dritain would
have added to her (leet sixty new ships |
with s tounnage of 130,000 by the end of
Mareh, and by Mareh, 1940, seventy-five
more ships with a tonnage of 150,000
would have bieen added., The Royal Air
IForce output of machine power had been
doubled within the past few months and,
us regards man-power, recruiting had
trebled.  Deficiencies had been made
good in anti-aireraft defencves also, and, in
fact, while Mr. Chamberlain was keeping
the machinery of peace well oiled abroad,
his Ministers had heen lubricating he
machinery of war most generously at
hwme.
