He wonld
sppaar to have been au impetuous man, for in
his ardour he strack the drum 0 violontly that
b burst it, whereupon an sngel mended the
drum, aad enabled the samnt to complete his
task, It is almost noedless to add that the
drom thus repaired was long preserved ss &
relic. o

said to have chained s monster sarpent in Lough
Delvesn, tolling it to remain there till Moxn-
day ; saod it i2 said that to this day the serpent
calls to St Patrick every Monday, ‘It's a long

Monday, Patrick’ 1 must say that I have
nover come ncross Apy one whko hae actuslly
howrd the voice, but I give the story for what
it is worth. . )

Another legend tells of a homelier applics-
tion of his powers. Heand his followers fonand
themeelves upon a bleak mouuntain side one
dsy, with no means of kindling a fire where-
with to warm their npmbed lizeba, or caok their
morning meal, The saint ordered his half
froven friends to make s pile of ice-blocks and
snowholls, sud this having been doune, he
breathed upon it, sad it at once became a
brizhtly-burning fire. )

Tho shamrock, or white clover, 8o universally
worn by Irishmen on the 17th of March, ie £aid
w bave beon used by the saint to oxplsia the
doctrine of the Trinity to the pagsn Irishmen,
bat the story rests on no very firin foundation.

The saiot died at s good old age, though
waat tho latter oxactly wae is 8 mattor of dis-
puta, Soms historiane aseart ho was at least
one hundred and twenty-one yesrs of sge.
The place of hizhurial has also been disputed,
bat it is generally supposad to bs Downpatrick,
which is accordingly greatiy veserated by the
peeple of the Emerald Isle, whose patron saint
ke has sinco becoms.
